BIG CHANNEL DIAL TURNS, CRACKLE OF STATIC

AMB
OLD MAN'S LAB

SOUND
STRANGE LOUD WHOOSH

SOUND
VERY SLIGHT STRANGLED HORN NOISE

SOUND
SMALL DOOR OPENS, SLIGHT ESCAPE OF STEAM

SOUND
A COUPLE OF STUMBLING SMALL FOOTSTEPS

ROSE
[very small voice] Cindy? [coughs] Penny?

SOUND
ONE HONK

ROSE
Giggles?   We thought you were gone!

SHABOO
[trying hard to talk around the gag] hide! Hide!

ROSE
Why are you tied up?  Do you want out?

SOUND
TWO HONKS

SHABOO
[trying even harder] gag!  Gag!

ROSE
Here, let me get that.  [hums as she undoes the knots]

SOUND
GAG COMES FREE

SHABOO
[coughing, trying to get enough spit to talk, then hoarse]  Little girl?

ROSE
Rose.  [humming]

SOUND
MORE KNOTS COMING UNDONE

SHABOO
That's one hand.  Thanks.  [serious] Rose.  If anyone else comes, you need to hide.

ROSE
Is that the person who tied you up?

SHABOO
Yes.  So find a place--

SOUND
FLUSH SOMEWHERE, WATER RUNS

SHABOO
Now!  

SOUND
A COUPLE OF SMALL FOOTSTEPS

SHABOO
No!  Not back in there!

ROSE
[panicking] Where?  

SOUND
DOOR OPENS

SHABOO
Under the table!  Over there!  

SOUND
RUNNING SMALL FEET

SOUND
LOUD
ZAP

SOUND
SMALL BODY DROP

SOUND
HORN, MUCH LIKE A CLASSIC "nooooooooo!"

SOUND
SHUFFLING FEET APPROACH
OLD MAN
[almost chuckling] Well, well what have we here?

SOUND
NUDGE, BODY ROLLS

OLD MAN
[dismayed] Oh.  [tsks] I am getting so forgetful these days.

SOUND
HORN - QUERY

OLD MAN
What?  Oh...  too much blast.  Forgot to adjust for body mass.  

SOUND
PUSHES A BUTTON

OLD MAN
Loupo?

SOUND
[on filter radio] BEEP-BOOP

OLD MAN
Come and collect this...thing.

MUSIC
NELLIE
Who are you two?  And why are you up in the vent?

PENNY
I'm Penny, and this is--

CINDY
[screams]

SOUND
THRASHING AROUND IN THE VENT

PENNY
[afraid] what's happening?  Help her!  What's got you, Cindy?

NELLIE
Little girl - come out, I'll catch you-- [oof!]

CINDY
[whimpers, then barely audible]  Rose...

NELLIE
Who's Rose?

PENNY
[crying]  What happened to Rose?

CINDY
[sick whisper] She's... gone...

MUSIC
GINA
Hello?  Are you leaving me tied up in the dark like this all night?  Hello? [annoyed sigh]  Izzy you've gone waaay off the deep end this time.  Ow!  Something...bit me?  Ow!

GOGGLES
[evil chuckle]  It's just a pair of pliers.  

GINA
Ow!  Stop that!

GOGGLES
Give me a good reason.  [prompting] Izzy.

GINA
[evasive] I've known her for years.

GOGGLES
Boring.

GINA
Ow!  We were part of the original crew, running the studio back...back...  in the day.

SOUND
FLASHBACK MUSIC

GINA
It was so different then...

SOUND
FLASHBACK MUSIC

GINA
Bingo, Giggles, Gary and me.  We were such a team.  And Isabelle, of course.  It seemed so noble ...at first.  

[flashback lines are distorted somehow] 
SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER

BINGO
A frog in a blender!

SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER SWELLS, THEN RECEDES

GINA
Star crunch!  Star Crunch!

SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER SWELLS, THEN RECEDES

SOUND
TWO HONKS

SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER SWELLS, THEN RECEDES

GARY
And let's bring out Weebles!  The monkey on a tricycle!

SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER SWELLS, THEN RECEDES

GINA
But Isabelle was always behind the scenes.  Watching.  I never realized she wanted ...more than that!  I thought she was ... happy ... running things.

SOUND
CHILDREN'S LAUGHTER SWELLS, THEN RECEDES

ISABELLE
[distorted] You'll be on in 17 minutes, go and wash your face or something.

SOUND
HONK

ISABELLE
Not you... Gary.  [infatuated] You look tired, dear.

GARY
Me?

ISABELLE
Well, both of you, but you particularly.  Clown makeup covers a multitude of sins.  Do you need anything?

GARY
I...  Coffee?

ISABELLE
[warmly] Coming right up.


SOUND
TAP SHOES SKITTER IN

GINA
Nailed it!  They're hot tonight!

GARY
[infatuated] That's just great!  You sounded really great - even from here.

GINA
[nice but indifferent] Thanks!  I just love this job!  [slightly too interested]  Is... um... Bingo back yet?

SOUND
ONE SHARP HONK

FLASHBACK MUSIC TAPERS OUT

GINA
I never did figure out what tore us all apart.  It was like one day - suddenly - we were at each others' throats.  Out of the blue!

GOGGLES
[yawns] Are you done talking yet?  I don't give a double-dog-doo-dah about your sappy crappy old memories.  I want to know something about [snide] IZZY that I can use.  

MUSIC
AMB
TUNIS' LAIR

SOUND
CRAYON BEING RUN OVER A PIECE OF PAPER, LIGHTLY COLORING, VERY FAST

TUNIS
That much?

SOUND
COLORING STOPS

LINDA
Well, I just got the one look, so I could be wrong, but it seemed about like that.  Maybe a bit more over here...

SOUND
COLORING A BIT MORE
TUNIS
Oh, my.

LINDA
Yes, I know.  That's a lot of space.

TUNIS
Oh, no, I was, um... Have you ever considered a career in ...evil?

LINDA
[offhand]  Oh, I don't think-- [catching up] What?  Why?

TUNIS
Well, um...  You have REALLY nice legs.

LINDA
Nice legs don't make a girl evil!

TUNIS
But they do make her pleasant to keep around the secret hideout!

LINDA
Knock it off, and focus on the map.  What's this over here?

TUNIS
[heavy sigh]  What?  Oh, that's studio 10.  I've never been in that quadrant. Are you sure it's not been taken?

LINDA
Well, I'm pretty sure it wasn't part of the red zone - I remember thinking the red blotch was sort of star looking - and that was a big empty spot between the legs.  

TUNIS
[husky] You would be so GOOD at being evil...

LINDA
[turning on him]  Look!  There is a crisis here, and we may be the only ones left to deal with it!  You need to get your mind off...  um...

TUNIS
Your legs.

LINDA
Yes.  That.  Them.  

TUNIS
[wooing] It's lonely being an evil genius.  The hero always gets all the girls.  

LINDA
What does he DO with all the girls?

TUNIS
[matter of fact]  Not much.  It is a family show.  [ardent again]  You don't even seem afraid of me.  That's so very... stimulating.

LINDA
[plaintive] Can't I stimulate your planning brain instead?

TUNIS
I'll try.

LINDA
How about first we plan, then I ....give you a kiss?

TUNIS
Ahh! [wicked chuckle] That plan is as good as done.

MUSIC
SOUND
SQUISHING NOISES IN BACKGROUND

SOUND
OLD SHUFFLING FOOTSTEPS

OLD MAN
[muttering to himself]  Oh, that's far enough.  After all, I'm not as young as I used to be.  Where could that blasted Loupo have got to?
SOUND
SMALL BODY DROP
SOUND
SMALL WHISTLE BLOWS
OLD MAN
[up] Come along now!  I know you prefer it a bit warmer and fresher, but I can't have this little dead thing lying around - it's simply not hygienic!

SOUND
SQUISHY NOISE GETS CLOSER

SOUND
DUSTS HANDS OFF, SHUFFLES AWAY

MUSIC
AMB
BINGO ROOM

CINDY
[quietly weeping]

NELLIE
[whispered] I don’t want to put her down.  

PENNY
Yeah.

SOUND
KICK ON METAL

PENNY
Do you think he's... dead?

NELLIE
He's not clicking or whirring any more.  

PENNY
We should probably hit him some more anyway.

CINDY
[still teary]  I wanna hit him!  I wanna hit him a lot!  

NELLIE
I don't see why not.  

SOUND 
RUSTLE AS SHE PUTS CINDY DOWN

PENNY
I'm gonna push the button again, then.

SOUND
A METAL PIPE PICKED UP WITH A LONG SCRAPE

NELLIE
What's the button anyway?

PENNY
It's to make another starrette.  Now that ... THAT is "dead", we can make all we want.

SOUND
SLAMMING OF METAL ON METAL IN THE BACKGROUND

NELLIE
[upset and a bit pouty] But I'm a starrette!  Why do you need another one?

PENNY
We need as many as we can get!  Linda said so!

SOUND 
PUSHES BUTTON, MACHINE STARTS WORKING

NELLIE
Who's Linda?

SOUND
SLAMMING STOPS, METAL PIPE DROPPED

PENNY
Look.  Let me make some more starrettes, then I can explain this to all of you at once.

SOUND
GLASS DOOR SHUTS, WHOOSH

PENNY
Oh no!  Was that--!

SOUND
SHE RUNS, POUNDS ON THE GLASS DOOR

PENNY
Cindy!  No!  Cindy!
